1. Order. This constitutes an order for videography services from In The Moment Video Productions (hereafter named as
the Videographer). It is understood that all tapes remain the property of the Videographer and they may be used for
advertising, display or any purpose thought proper by the Videographer.

2. Exclusive Videographer. The Videographer shall be the exclusive videographer retained by the Client for the purpose of
videotaping the wedding and all other recording sittings specified herein. Family and friends of the Client shall be permitted to
videotape the wedding and all other recording sittings specified herein as long as they shall not interfere with the Videographer's
duties.

3. Liability. Although all care will be taken with the videotape taken at the wedding, Videographer limits any liability for loss,
damage or failure to deliver pictures or video for any reason to return of all Videographers fees paid. Any shipping or mailing of
finished product will be done so at the Client’s own risk. Videographer is not responsible for delays, loss or damages incurred
while in transit.

4. Refunds. Deposit may be refunded up to 60 days prior to the date reserved with written notification. A service fee of 20% will



be charged. Cancellations 30 days prior to the event are not refundable.

5. Change of Wedding Date. In the event of a change in date of wedding, the Videographer may allow the booking to be moved
to the new date if this date is open in his calendar and at his sole discretion.

6. Actsof God. The Videographer will not be held liable in the event of fire, strike, casualty, act of God, or other cause beyond
its control.

7. Inclement weather. The Videographer will not be held liable in the event of enviromental conditions beyond its control and
reserves the right to decline video outdoors in inclement weather. The Client is responsible for alternate locations for any
videography services.

8. Inherent Defects. Although back-up equipment for most essential items is carried, the Videographer is not liable for damages,
including, but not limited to delay or omission arising from inherent equipment defects or fault, or other causes beyond its control.
Liability in any event is limited to refund of all Videographer fees paid.

9. Substitute Videographer. The Videographer may substitute another Videographer to take over in the event of Videographer's
illness or of scheduling conflicts. In the event of such a substitution, Videographer warrants that the Videographer taking
photographs shall be a competent professional.

10. Original Prints. If the Client is providing original prints, negatives, or transparencies owned by the Client to the
Videographer for video montage, reference, or any other purpose; in the event of loss or damage due to Videographer negligence,
the Videographer shall not be liable for an amount in excess of $5.00 per image. This excludes damage or loss due to postal

shipping.

11. Damageto Equipment. In the event any of the Videographer's equipment is damaged or destroyed, either accidentally or
intentionally, by the Client, wedding guests and attendants, or employees of the Client, the Client is fully responsible for the
equipment's replacement at current new market prices.

12. Price. Agreed price of package (tax to be added). Additional studio time, additional copies of video or services not included in
the above package price will be billed at the prices stated in the Videographer’s price list.

13. Expected Completion Time. 6-8 weeks from the date all materials needed and Client input have been gathered for production
processing.

14. Payment. 50% deposit required reserving your date (non-refundable) Balance due upon completion of video production. If a
project is delayed beyond 60 days due to Client, Client will be billed for work completed

15. Modifying Upon Completion. Any changes made to the elected package that include music choice and reformatting after the
Client’s selections have been made and digitally formatted, will be at the expense of the Client, and billed at the Videographer’s
studio rate.

16. Release. Videographer has the right to cancel any contract with liability being limited to the refund of deposits paid.

This Agreement incorporatesthe entire understanding of the parties. Any modifications of this Agreement must bein
writing and signed by both parties. Any waiver of a breach or default hereunder shall not be deemed a waiver of a
subsequent breach or default of either the same provision or any other provision of this Agreement. The Laws of the State of
Ohio shall govern this Agreement. All terms of this agreement are understood and agreed upon by,
